Treasurer’s  Annual Report Year End 2018- Parish Of  Nettleton & Burton
 For inclusion as ‘Finance Section’ of Annual Report - April 2019
1.0 Net  Outflow  Of Funds 2018.
1.1 There was an outflow of 4216.99 in 2018 compared with a 2017 inflow of £1408.99, a variance of -£5625.98. This outflow was due mostly to the spending of £13137.47 to purchase and install a composting toilet. This was offset by a grant of £8000 from Hills Group administered by Community First (CF). Additionally £370 was spent on repairing a vandalised window. 
1.2 From above the net spending in 2018 for the toilet project was £5137.47 after deducting the CF grant. Without the spending for the toilet, the CF grant and the window repair the 2018  income  exceeded routine expenditure by  £1290.48. ie (£5137.47+ £370 - £4216.99 = £1290.48). 
1.3 The amounts by which income exceeded routine expenditure in recent years were £2990.96 in 2015, £2197.81 in 2016, £2156.99 in 2017 and as above £1290.48 in 2018. The 2016 figure excludes a £1000 bequest and a £457.60 Listed Places  Of Worship grant for work done in 2015. 
2.0  Income  From All Giving.
2.1 This was £6711.86 in 2018 compared with £7446.97 in 2017, a reduction of £735.11. These figures are the totals of all lines for  giving  in the  Summary  Table. Of this reduction £548.27 is from donations in 2017 into the Restricted Development Fund (RDF) for the toilet project. No such donations were made in 2018. 
2.2 Standing  Orders  And Gift Aid. (This includes the following Unrestricted Gift Aided Items:-  Collections At Services, One - Off Donations, Lunch Club Donations, Standing Orders) 
2.2.1 The totals were £3734.90 in 2018 down by £71.60 from £3806.50 in 2017. Some donors have changed from giving at collections at services to giving by standing order. But the decrease in collections has been more than offset by increases in the standing order donations. Despite this the above £71.60 reduction arose from a large One - Off Donation being made in 2017 and Lunch Club Donations being lower in 2018.     
2.3 Collections At Services. (This includes the following Unrestricted Non Gift Aided Items :- (A) Collections At Services, (B) One - Off Donations, (C) Lunch Club Donations.)  
2.3.1 The totals were £1136.96 in 2018 and £1233.20 in 2017, a reduction of £96.24. Collections At Services (A) increased by £225.43 from £811.53 in 2017 to £1036.96 in 2018. But the 2018 total of £1136.96 included a £267 funeral collection sent on to two charities. There were far fewer One - Off Donations in 2018 (B) These totalled £100 instead of £248.62 in 2017. There were Lunch Club Donations (C) in 2017 but none in 2018.     
3.0 Fee Income
Income was very low both in 2018 and in 2017 being respectively £132.50 and £268. 

4.0 Fund Raising (FR). FR & Grants are together in The Summary Table
4.1 The 2018 total was £10068.95 compared with £2217.86 in 2017, an increase of £7851.09. This increase was caused by the receipt of a £8000 grant from Community First for the above composting toilet, lessened by a reduction of £148.91 in the gross fundraising income from £1817.86 in 2017  to £1668.95 in 2018. This was due mostly to the Pancake Supper receipts being lower than in 2017 and with there being no Marshfield Singers event as in 2017. However these reductions in receipts were partly offset by the very successful Advent Fair. As ever the 2018 fete was a great success. A Nettleton Parish Council grant of £400 was received in each of 2017 and 2018. 
5.0 Grants Given
£419.12 of grants were made in 2018 compared with £141.60 in 2017, giving an increase of £277.52. The 2018 grants were £25 to Wiltshire Historic Churches Trust, £50 to Children In Need, £77.12 to the Children’s Society and two grants from donations at a funeral, £108.50 to Goatacre Care Centre and £158.50 to Cancer Research UK. 

6.0  Diocesan Quota

The  PCC  increased the diocesan quota by 5% from its 2017 figure of 
£4000.08 to £4200 which was paid in full.    
7.0 Benefice Quota
The benefice quota of £660 was paid in full but there was a £462 refund  from 2017. This gave a net payment in 2018 of £198. 
8.0 Mission Projects
£80 was given to the Chippenham Deanery Youth Camp.

9.0 Upkeep Of Services (This item comprises Organists’ Fees)  

The 2018 total was £260 compared with £235 in 2017. 

10.0  Upkeep  Of  Church and Churchyard. 
10.1 This totalled £17458.36 in 2018 instead of £4805.65  in  2017, an increase of £12652.71. This is due mostly to the above 2018 spending of £13137.47 for the composting toilet instead of £292 of planning fees for this project in 2017. In 2018 churchyard mowing costs were £1031.68 instead of £1168.80 in 2017, presumably due to the 2018 long dry spell. For repairs £370 was spent in 2018 on the repair of a vandalised window compared with £456 in 2017 on improvements to the lightning conductor. The PCC entered into a new two year electricity supply contract with SSE/SWALEC as from 1/3/18 with costs  being 8.2% higher. Electricity costs were £476.73 in 2018 and £442.14 in 2017.    

11.00 Transfers From And Into The Teachers Building Society Reserve Account. 
11.01 Transfers from the Teachers BS Reserve account into the NatWest current account were made. These were £2000 on 31/5/18 and £9589 on 30/10/18 to pay for the Composting Toilet.
11.02 On receipt of 90% and then 10% of the above Community First grant, transfers were made from the NatWest Current Account into the Teachers BS account. These were respectively £7200 on 21/11/18 and £1000 on 19/12/18.
11.03  Interest of £100 was received on 31/12/18 for the Teachers BS account. The interest rate increased from 0.8% to 0.9% per annum on 1st September 2018.
12.0 Conclusion
12.1 As  above  there  has been  an outflow  of £4216.99 into St  Mary’s  funds  during 2018. This  is after spending £13137.47 for the composting toilet,£370 on a window repair and receiving a £8000 Community First grant and a £400 grant from Nettleton Parish Council. 
12.2 After making all payments for the composting toilet, there was at 31/12/2018 £7095.03 remaining in the  Restricted Development Fund. At the same date there was £2074.37 in the fabric section of the Restricted General Fund. The PCC faces a major challenge in raising finance to fund future repairs.
